Coventry West had in their inventory. It was useful to see
the corrosion that occurs on the inside of the aluminum
head where coolant was not changed for years, and how
much damage can be forced upon the cylinder dome
where a valve seat slips and is ground up by the piston,
only to have bits of metal migrate to other cylinders and

cause further damage.

With as much variation that can be acknowledged
over two decades of production, with both six and
twelve-cylinder variants, Chris pointed out that judging

these cars at Concours can sometimes get complicated.

He emphasized that it is very helpful to download

the judging guides available on the JCNA web site to
get 2 handle on all the changes made by Jaguar over
the years. There are also tips on what is and is not
acceptable as far as dealer-applied enhancements and
replacement parts that may look different from the
original Jaguar-supplied components.
